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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 21, 2009, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc. (Vail Resorts) filed a motion to intervene out of time in the above captioned docket.  
2. Vail Resorts asserts that it has a substantial and direct interest in this proceeding.  Vail Resorts points specifically to the new Environmental Agreement proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) in this case, and the imposition of a 75 percent demand ratchet on the distribution demand charge for Secondary and Primary industrial customers.
3. Vail Resorts states that it is positioned differently than the other parties in this proceeding that are involved in the travel and resort industry and desires to represent its own interests.  Further, Vail Resorts asserts that the complicated nature of the proposed tariff changes required it to spend a great deal of time comprehending the proposed revisions and their possible impacts on Vail Resorts before taking the steps required to intervene in this docket.
4. Vail Resorts states that it agrees to accept the record and procedural status of this proceeding as it stands.  Vail Resorts indicates it will participate in Phase II of the proceeding and expects to offer evidence in this docket on its interests discussed above.

5. We note that Answer Testimony on Phase II issues is due on October 2, 2009.  We find that Vail Resorts has shown good cause for the Commission to grant its Motion for leave to intervene out of time and to waive response time thereto.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission waives response time to the Motion for Leave to Intervene Out Of Time filed on September 21, 2009 by Vail Summit Resorts, Inc. (Vail Resorts).
2. The Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time filed by Vail Resorts is granted.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
