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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 15, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (the Company) filed an application seeking a Commission order authorizing the Company, without a formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice, to place into effect on October 1, 2009, a Partial Decoupling Rate Adjustment (PDRA) factor of $0.00 per therm equivalent for residential natural gas customers.

2. The proposed natural gas PDRA factor reflects no changes from the PDRA Factor currently in effect.  The Commission approved this PDRA Factor by Decision No. C08-1013, mailed September 25, 2008, in Docket No. 08L-413G.

3. A copy of the proposed revision to Colorado P.U.C. No. 6 – GAS Rate Sheet 51B is attached as Appendix A.

4. An application for authority to change gas utility tariffs on less than 30 days’ notice is allowed pursuant to Rule 4109(b)(II) of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4 and § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S.

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions

5. The Company is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged in the distribution of natural gas for public uses in various certificated areas within the State of Colorado.

6. We find good cause exists to allow the proposed revision to the residential natural gas tariff PDRA factor on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for authority to revise tariffs on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Public Service is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  These tariffs shall be effective for actual natural gas sales on or after their effective date of October 1, 2009.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
