1. Correct Decision No. C09-1113 in the Findings of Fact portion, in the third sentence of ¶ I.B.18, replacing the figure "$4,461,171" with "$570,904", so that that sentence reads "Public Service has adjusted the cumulative Deferred Gas Cost that exceeded the current Tolerance Band by the accumulated net interest of $570,904."  (Emphasis added.)
2. Correct Decision No. C09-1113 in the Findings of Fact portion, in the fourth sentence of ¶ I.B.18, replacing the figure "$4,461,171" with "$5,032,075", so that that sentence reads "Also in accordance with the approved procedures, the applicable Tolerance Band going forward will be automatically adjusted to reflect an upper (positive net interest) limit of $5,032,075 with the lower (negative net interest) limit remaining at the originally established $1.0 million."  (Emphasis added.)

3. To provide context, the corrected ¶ I.B.18. is show here in its entirety with its footnote:

18.
Under procedures approved by the Commission in Docket No. 02A-267G
 and carried forward by the Commission in Docket No. 08A-095G, Public Service is permitted to “roll forward” any net interest accumulated on its Account No. 191 balances as of June 30 of any year.  For the Gas Purchase Year July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, Public Service did “roll forward” certain interest and therefore the current Tolerance Band has an upper limit of $4,461,171.  Public Service has adjusted the cumulative Deferred Gas Cost that exceeded the current Tolerance Band by the accumulated net interest of $570,904. Also in accordance with the approved procedures, the applicable Tolerance Band going forward will be automatically adjusted to reflect an upper (positive net interest) limit of $5,032,075 with the lower (negative net interest) limit remaining at the originally established $1.0 million.  Pursuant to Decision No. C09-0596, no interest on monthly under- or over-recovered gas costs reflected in Account No. 191 will be calculated or accrued for the period July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010. (Emphasis Added)

� In accordance with the provisions of the S&A concerning the treatment of accumulated net interest on its net over- or under-recovered, Public Service is not required to adjust its net interest accumulated on its deferred gas cost so long as such accumulated net interest is not greater than $1 million (either positive or negative) .  However, under these provisions, Public Service is permitted to “roll forward” any net interest accumulated on its Account No. 191 balances as of June 30 of any year.  See ¶¶40-43 in Decision No. C04-1112 (Docket No. 02A-267G).
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
