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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request for Access to Portions of the Highly Confidential Version of the Independent Evaluator Reports and for Shortened Response Time (Request) filed by Western Resources Advocates (WRA) on September 23, 2009.  Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a response to this Request on September 28, 2009.
  Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant WRA’s Request.

2. On August 10, 2009, Public Service filed both public and highly confidential versions of its 120-day reports.  Concentric Energy Advisors (Concentric) and the Independent Evaluator (IE) in this docket, filed public and highly confidential versions of its 120-day report as well.  Concentric filed the static evaluation portion of its report on August 10, 2009 and the dynamic modeling results on August 24, 2009.  

3. In Decision No. C09-0958, mailed on August 28, 2009, the Commission granted access to portions of the highly confidential version of the Company’s 120-day report to WRA and the Colorado Independent Energy Association, the two parties in this docket that requested such access.  Decision No. C09-0958, at ¶ 17.  The Commission also clarified that this ruling only applied to the Company’s 120-day report rather than the IE’s report.  However, the Commission stated that it will entertain any requests for access to portions of the IE’s report that match the portions of the Company’s report to which these parties have been granted access pursuant to Decision No. C09-0958.  Id., at ¶ 18.

4. WRA now requests access to those matching portions of the IE reports.  WRA also listed the information from the IE reports that it believes it is entitled to pursuant to Decision No. C09-0958:

5. WRA requests that the Commission grant access to the information listed above to John Nielsen, Lowrey Brown, Victoria Mandell, and Steven Michel.  

6. In its response, Public Service states that it has reviewed WRA’s request and has no objection to WRA being granted access to such information.

7. We find good cause to grant WRA’s Request.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request for Access to Portions of the Highly Confidential Version of the Independent Evaluator Reports and for Shortened Response Time filed by Western Resources Advocates on September 23, 2009 is granted.

2. To have access to the types of documents and information listed above and protected by Decision No. C09-0958, John Nielsen, Lowrey Brown, Victoria Mandell, and Steven Michel must have signed, served, and filed with the Commission the Nondisclosure Agreement that is attached to Decision No. C09-0958 as Appendix A.

3. All persons who have access to the types of documents and information protected by Decision No. C09-0958 shall maintain and shall treat the documents and information in accordance with the extraordinary protections specified in that Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
