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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Finding, and Conclusions:

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion to Withdraw Application (Joint Motion), filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) and the City and County of Denver (Denver) on September 25, 2009, requesting a withdrawal of the Application for Closure and Abolishment of the Highway-Railroad At-Grade Crossing at Glencoe Ends between Forest and Glencoe Streets across the Industrial Lead Track of the UPRR at Mile Post 635.35 of the Limon Subdivision (Application) in Denver, National Inventory No. 906070V.

2. In the original Application, UPRR and Denver sought to close the proposed crossing by removal of the tracks because UPRR believed the track was no longer necessary for railroad operations.

3. It has been brought to UPRR and Denver’s attention that the rail line in question is still used in the area, so the track and crossing must remain.  For this reason, UPRR and Denver’s Joint Motion requests to withdraw the Application.

4. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and 106(3)(a), C.R.S.

5. The Application was deemed complete by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting on July 29, 2009.

6. No parties intervened in this matter.  We will waive response time as UPRR and Denver, the joint applicants, are the only parties in this matter.

7. We find good cause to grant UPRR and Denver’s request to withdraw the Application in this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion to Withdraw Application filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company and the City and County of Denver on September 25, 2009 is granted.

2. Response time to the Joint Motion to Withdraw Application is waived.
