I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed on October 1, 2009, by DDG Classic Cars, Inc. (DDG Classic Cars).  In this letter, DDG Classic Cars requests the withdrawal of the petition it filed on August 26, 2009, in Docket No. 09V-630CP.

2. In the petition filed on August 26, 2009, DDG Classic Cars requested a waiver of Rule 6305(b) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, for operations conducted under its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 25430.  The vehicle for which a waiver was requested is a 1994 stretched Lincoln Town Car.

3. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 14, 2009.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.

4. In a subsequent petition filed on September 1, 2009, DDG Classic Cars requested a waiver of Rule 6305(b) for the same vehicle for operations conducted under its Luxury Limousine Registration No. LL-01677 in Docket No. 09V-645EC.

5. The Commission granted the waiver request in Docket No. 09V-645EC by Decision No. C09-1125 on October 5, 2009.

6. In the letter filed on October 1, 2009, Ms. Dianne Cavender, the office manager of DDG Classic Cars, states “I am hereby requesting the withdrawal of the waiver request in Docket No. 09V-630CP.  I had filed it under the incorrect PUC Number.”
7. The Commission finds that DDG Classic Cars has shown good cause to withdraw the petition filed in Docket No. 09V-630CP.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by DDG Classic Cars, Inc. to withdraw Docket No. 09V-630CP is granted.

2. Docket No. 09V-630CP is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
