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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 15, 2009, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos or Applicant) filed a verified application seeking a Commission order authorizing it, without formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice, to place into effect on November 1, 2009, tariffs resulting in a decrease to its existing natural gas rates now on file with the Commission (Application).  The Application contains all materials required by the Commission’s rules, and is therefore deemed complete.

2. On October 26, 2009, Applicant amended its Application to clarify the amounts requested and to correct certain exhibits.  These changes are administrative in nature and have no effect on rates in the proposed tariffs.

3. The proposed tariffs are attached to the Application and affect Applicant's customers in the towns and communities in the following areas in the State of Colorado:  Canon City, Florence, Penrose, Portland and contiguous areas in Fremont County, Eads, Holly, Lamar, Springfield, and adjacent towns and communities (Southeast Colorado Division); various towns and communities in Weld County (Northeast Colorado Division); Salida, Poncha Springs, Nathrop, Crested Butte, Mt. Crested Butte, Gunnison, and surrounding areas; the cities and surrounding areas of Craig, Meeker, Steamboat Springs, Hayden, Milner, and Buena Vista (Northwest/Central Colorado Division); and Cortez, Dolores, Mancos, Dove Creek, Cahone, Egnar, Durango, and surrounding areas (Southwest Colorado Division). 

4. Atmos acknowledges that it has read and agrees to abide by the provisions of Rules 4002(b)(IV) through (VI) and Rules 4002(b)(XI)(A) through (C) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-4.

5. This Application for authority to decrease rates is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and 4 CCR 723-4-4109(b)(II).

B. Findings of Fact

6. Applicant is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged in the distribution and resale of natural gas for domestic, mechanical, or public uses in various certificated areas within the State of Colorado.

7. Applicant’s natural gas requirements are obtained from a mix of sources.  Each of the divisions is connected to a pipeline supplier for delivery of its gas requirements through purchases or transport.  The Southeast Colorado Division is connected to Colorado Interstate Gas Company (CIG).  The Southwest Colorado Division is connected to Northwest Pipeline Corporation (NWP).  The Northwest/Central Colorado Division is connected to Questar Pipeline (Questar) and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  The Northeast Colorado Division is connected to Public Service and Kinder Morgan Interstate GTLLC (Kinder Morgan).

8. In addition to the pipeline supplies, all of the divisions are supplied by local gas supplies purchased from producers in the area.  Specifically, Atmos’ natural gas requirements are met through purchases from BP Energy Company in the Northeast Colorado Division; from BP Energy Company and National Fuel Marketing in the Northwest/Central Colorado Division; from National Fuel Marketing, Prowers Gas Gathering Co. LLC, Renegade Oil & Gas Company LLC,  and Seminole Energy Services in the Southeast Colorado Division; and from BP America Production Company, Red Mesa Holdings, LLC, Oil and Gas and Sequent Energy Management in the Southwest Colorado Division.  

9. Transportation service provided by Public Service is regulated by this Commission.  Rates for pipeline delivery services of CIG, NWP, Questar, and Kinder Morgan are regulated by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission.  The Commission has no jurisdiction over the transportation rates of interstate pipeline company CIG and wholesale rates of suppliers, but we expect Applicant to negotiate the lowest prices for supplies of natural gas that are consistent with the provisions of the Natural Gas Policy Act of 1978, 15 U.S.C. §§ 3301-3432 (Public Law 95-621) and applicable federal regulations or determinations made under applicable federal regulations. 
10. The Commission’s Gas Cost Adjustment (GCA) Rules at 4 CCR 723-4-4602(b) require that Atmos revise its GCA rates to be effective on November 1 of each year.  This filing is intended to comply with this requirement.

11. The purpose of the downward revision of Applicant's gas rates is:  (1) to effectuate a decrease in the level of natural gas costs charged Applicant based on prices to be in effect November 1, 2009 through October 30, 2010, applied to normalized forecasted purchase and sales volumes during the same test period; (2) to reflect costs for upstream pipeline services anticipated to be charged Applicant by interconnecting pipelines for the same period; and (3) to adjust for previous under- / over-recovered gas cost balance in Applicant’s Deferred Gas Cost Account No. 191 as of June 30, 2009.

12. Atmos has updated the transportation gas cost adjustment rates based upon the methodology of the Transportation Stipulation entered into and approved by the Commission in Consolidated Docket Nos. 02S-411G and 02S-442G.

13. Atmos anticipates that the adjustment in the GCAs requested herein will bring future gas cost recovery amounts more closely in line with the predicted future price of gas.

14. The effect of the revisions is an annualized decrease of $8,903,084 to Applicant's customers in Colorado.  Specifically, the effect of the revisions is a decrease of $3,739,500 to customers in the Northeast Colorado Division; a decrease of $2,923,028 to customers in the Northwest/Central Colorado Division; a decrease of $63,475 to customers in the Southeast Colorado Division; and a decrease of $2,177,080 to Applicant’s customers in the Southwest Colorado Division.

15. The proposed tariffs, attached as Appendix A, will decrease total annual revenues by $8,903,084, which is a decrease of 9.10 percent.

16. Applicant's last authorized rate of return on rate base was 10.67 percent, and its last authorized rate of return on equity was 11.25 percent.  If this decrease is approved, Applicant's rate of return on rate base will be 6.90 percent and rate of return on equity will be 7.80 percent.  Without the decrease, Applicant's rate of return on rate base would be 13.10 percent and its rate of return on equity would be 20.30 percent.  Although Applicant is not allowed to earn a return on any GCA costs, Applicant has shown good cause for an expedited pass-through of decreases in GCA costs in light of the significant impact of these costs.

17. Atmos acknowledges its obligation under Rule 4604 of the Commission's rules to publish notice of the subject filing within three days after the filing of this Application or on the established publication date if the newspaper is a weekly.  Pursuant to the requirements of 4 CCR 723-1-1206(f)(I), the filing of this Application has been or will be brought to the attention of Applicant’s affected customers by publication in:  Greeley Daily Tribune, Greeley; The North Weld Herald, Eaton; The South Weld Sun, Keenesburg, newspapers of general circulation in the affected Northeast rate area; Craig Daily Press, Craig; Steamboat Pilot, Steamboat; The Mountain Mail, Salida; Steamboat Today, Steamboat; Crested Butte News, Crested Butte; The Gunnison Country Times, Gunnison; Hayden Valley Press, Hayden; Rio Blanco Herald, Meeker, and The Chaffee County Times, Buena Vista, Nathrop, and Poncha Springs; newspapers of general circulation in the affected Northwest/Central rate area; Dove Creek Press, Dove Creek; Mancos Times, Mancos; The Durango Herald, Durango; Cortez Journal, Cortez; and Dolores Star, Dolores, newspapers of general circulation in the affected Southwest rate area; The Baca Weekly and  Plainsman Herald, Springfield; The Daily Record, Canon City; Florence Citizen, Florence; Lamar Daily News, Lamar; and The Kiowa County Press, Eads, newspapers of general circulation in the affected Southeast rate area.

18. The proposed decrease in rates will substantially recover only Applicant’s decreased cost of gas.

19. Good cause exists for the Commission to allow the proposed decreases on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application, as amended, filed by Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) is deemed complete.

2. The Application, as amended, filed by Atmos for authority to change tariffs on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Atmos is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  These tariffs shall be effective for actual gas sales on or after their effective date of November 1, 2009.  

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
