I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. Rule 3206(c) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, requires each Colorado electric utility to file with the Commission, no later than April 30 of each year, information on its proposed new construction or extensions of transmission facilities for the next three calendar years.

2. Rule 3206(f) provides that the Commission will give notice of the filing of data to all those who, in the opinion of the Commission, are interested persons, firms, or corporations.  Any interested person, firm, or corporation may file comments regarding the projects identified by the information filed with the Commission within 15 days of the filing date of the required information.  Because in this instance, that 15-day period has elapsed for  the data, the Commission will waive that requirement and instead allow comments to be filed within 15 days after the effective date of this Order.
3. On April 30, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service ) submitted its list of projects where construction is to start within the next three calendar years.  Decision No. C09-0588 was mailed June 3, 2009 listing all such projects.  

4. On September 16, 2009, Public Service submitted a supplemental Rule 3206 report to add the Missile Site 345kV Switching Station to its list of new proposed projects.  Public Service explains that the Commission’s approval of a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the Pawnee-Smoky Hill 345 kV Transmission Project has made it necessary to construct 345 kV transformation facilities at Missile Site.  This switching station would sectionalize the proposed Pawnee-Smoky Hill 345kV circuit.  The in-service date is May 2013 at a cost of $14 million.
 The new project is being listed now to allow a 15-day comment period from interested parties.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Notice is hereby given that Public Service Company of Colorado, an investor-owned utility, submitted information on September 16, 2009 concerning its proposed construction of the Missile Site 345kV Switching Station consistent with Rule 3206 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3.  Pursuant to that rule, you are notified that the information is available for inspection at the offices of the Commission during regular business hours.

2. Any interested person, firm, or corporation may file comments about the Missile Site 345kV Switching Station project identified by the information now filed with the Commission within 15 days after the effective date of this Order.  The Commission will consider any comments in determining if the Missile Site 345kV Switching Station requires a certificate of public convenience and necessity, if the project will require the utility to file an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity, or if the project will require the utility to file for a formal determination that a certificate is not required.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
