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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Reopen Docket and Amend Recommended Decision R09-0874 filed by Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on October 7, 2009.

2. In Recommended Decision No. R09-0874, the operating authorities of a number of common and contract carriers were revoked for failure to provide proof of insurance.  One of those carriers was Timberline Transportation Services, Inc. (Timberline).

3. Notice of Suspension and Hearing was served on carriers on July 23, 2009.  Decision No. R09-0874 was mailed on August 10, 2009.

4. Timberline notified the Commission of a change of address in March of 2009.  This change of address was input into the Commission’s IFMS system, but erroneously was not processed to update Timberline’s address.  On or about September 29, 2009, Staff became aware that Timberline did not receive notice of the pending action, as required by § 40-13-109, C.R.S., due to the Commission’s failure to update Timberline’s address.

5. Staff now requests the Commission reopen Docket No. 09C-590-INS and amend Decision No. R09-0874 to reinstate Timberline’s operating authority by removing Timberline from the Respondents listed in Appendix A of Decision No. R09-0874.

6. The Commission agrees Timberline did not receive proper notice of the charges against it, rendering the revocation of operating authority improper.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Reopen Docket and Amend Recommended Decision R09‑0874 is granted.

2. Timberline Transportation Services, Inc. shall be removed from the list of Respondents set forth in Appendix A of Decision No. R09-0874, thereby reinstating its operating authority.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
