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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On September 23, 2009, Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co &/or Roadrunner Express (Dashabout Shuttle), filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in taxi service and call-and-demand limousine service between all points in Morgan County, State of Colorado.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on October 13, 2009.

3. Dashabout Shuttle, on November 17, 2009, filed an Amendment to Application.  In this Amendment, inter alia, Dashabout Shuttle requests that the scope of authority published in Docket No. 09A-693CP on October 13, 2009, be amended to read “Transportation of passengers in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service (1) between all points in Morgan County, Colorado; and (2) between all points in Morgan County, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points in Yuma, Phillips, Sedgwick, and Washington Counties, Colorado.”

4. Dashabout Shuttle, in this Amendment, requests the Commission issue an Order granting the application as amended.

5. The geographic area requested in the Amendment is larger than the geographic area named in the initial notice for Docket No. 09A-693CP.  Therefore, the Commission finds that the amended version of the scope of authority should be re-noticed to the public.  The Amended Application shall not be automatically deemed complete until 15 days have passed after the expiration of the application’s notice period established by the re-notice.  See Rule 1303(b)(III) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

6. Dashabout Shuttle has set forth good cause to amend the application; however, as explained above, due to the expanded scope of the application, re-notice is required.  We will address the merits of the application after the expiration of the intervention period associated with the re-noticing of the application.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co &/or Roadrunner Express to amend the scope of the application in Docket No. 09A-693CP is granted.
2. The amended version of the application shall be published by the Commission in the bi-weekly notice of transportation matters to be mailed on November 23, 2009.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
