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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission to consider the SB07-100 Designation of Energy Resource Zones and Transmission Planning Report filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on October 30, 2009.   

2. Senate Bill 07-100 (SB07-100), codified at § 40-2-126(2), C.R.S., requires rate regulated electric utility companies like Public Service, on or before October 31 of each odd-numbered year, to do the following:

· Designate Energy Resource Zones (zones);

· Develop plans for the construction or expansion of transmission facilities necessary to deliver electric power consistent with the timing of the development of beneficial energy resources located in or near such zones;

· Consider how transmission can be provided to encourage local ownership of renewable energy facilities, whether through renewable energy cooperatives as provided in § 7-56-210, C.R.S., or otherwise; and

· Submit proposed plans, designations, and applications for certificates of public convenience and necessity to the Commission for simultaneous review. 

3. Public Service filed its first SB 07-100 Report on October 31, 2007 and it filed an Informational Report on November 24, 2008.  On October 30, 2009, Public Service filed with the Commission its second SB07-100 Report (the 2009 Report).  

4. By this decision, the Commission provides notice of Public Service’s Energy Resource Zone Designation Report as well as an opportunity for interested persons to comment on the report.  Written comments on the 2009 Report should be filed at the Commission by January 15, 2010.  Reply comments should be filed at the Commission by February 15, 2010.

5. The Commission reserves its right to schedule a Commissioners Informational Meeting following a review of the comments filed in this docket.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission encourages interested parties to file written comments related to Public Service Company of Colorado’s 2009 Report on or before January 15, 2010 and reply comments by February 15, 2010.
