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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On November 16, 2009, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxi Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi), filed an Application for authority to publish Original Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Metro Taxi may provide taxi service between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 1481.

3. Metro Taxi, in Original Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3, proposes to offer a $5.00 discount coupon to its customers.  Metro Taxi states the coupon will be distributed by e-mail and direct mailing.  The coupon may be redeemed by passengers on both metered and flat rate taxi fares.  Each coupon will include an issued date and an expiration date of one year after the issued date.  Only one coupon may be redeemed by a passenger or a party on each one-way trip.

4. In support of the request for the utilization of the discount coupon, Metro Taxi states:

Good cause is present in this instance because, as the Commission is aware, the holiday season is rapidly approaching.  Metro Taxi, for the convenience and benefit of its customers, would like to issue and have effective these coupons before the start of the holiday season.  In order to accomplish that purpose, statutory notice in this case needs to be shortened so that Metro Taxi can begin distribution of the coupons before the holiday season.  Significantly, if this application is granted, no prejudice will incur to any party as the coupon would only serve to benefit the public convenience by producing a reduced rate.

5. Rule 6206(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that Metro Taxi has shown good cause to approve the proposed changes to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal filed by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxi Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi), to allow it to publish Original Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Metro Taxi shall publish Original Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
