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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on an Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and a Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion), filed by Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on December 4, 2009.

2. By Decision No. C09-1130 we directed parties to develop and submit a schedule for the filing of intervenor answer testimony and exhibits, as well as rebuttal and cross-answer testimony and deadlines for statements of position and any settlement agreement for this proceeding.  Pursuant to this order, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a Notice of Filing of Agreed Procedural Schedule and Discovery Procedures on October 15, 2009 (Notice) on behaf of all intervening parties, which currently include Staff, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, the Governor’s Energy Office, and Western Resource Advocates.

3. In the Motion, Staff states all parties have been actively engaged in settlement discussions and, in order to encourage a settlement, Public Service has agreed to extend the filing date for Answer Testimony from December 10, 2009 to December 17, 2009.  Staff also notes that, since the Motion is unopposed, a waiver of response time is appropriate.

4. The Motion states good cause.  Further, as no party opposes the Motion, granting it will not prejudice any party.  Now being fully advised in the matter, we will grant the Motion and waive response time.  

5. The procedural schedule will be modified to permit parties to file Answer Testimony and exhibits on or before December 17, 2009.  Granting the Motion does not change any other provision of or date in Decision No C09-1130 or the Notice. 
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We grant the Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and a Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and waive response time.

2. The procedural schedule contained in the Notice of Filing of Agreed Procedural Schedule (Notice) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on October 15, 2009 is modified to require Answer Testimony be filed on or before December 17, 2009.

3. Except as modified by Ordering Paragraph No. 2, above, the procedural schedule and the requirements contained in the Notice remain in effect.
