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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On September 15, 2009, Julian R. Quinones, doing business as Eagle Zone Cab (Applicant), filed an application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in taxi service between all points in the County of Eagle, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the cities, towns, and/or ski areas of Aspen, Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Keystone, Snowmass, Steamboat Springs, Vail, and Winter Park, Colorado, on the other hand.

2. Interventions opposing the application were filed by Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc.; Snow Limousine, Inc.; Fresh Tracks Transportation, LLC; Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine; and Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI.

3. On November 12, 2009, the Commission waived the automatic deem date and set a November 22, 2009 compliance deadline for Applicant to complete its application.  See Decision No. C09-1276.  On November 16, 2009, Applicant properly filed the appropriate compliance documents.  The application is now complete.

4. The application and interventions will be referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition.  For purposes of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., the application will be deemed complete on the effective date of this decision.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., on the effective date of this Order.
2. The application and interventions are referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
