I. statement

1. On June 20, 2008, Qwest Communications Corporation (Qwest) filed a formal Complaint, commencing this docket.  In accordance with R08-1261-I, Qwest amended the Complaint on December 12, 2008.  
2. Pursuant to the request of Qwest, the undersigned ALJ issued the Subpoena Duces Tecum to AT&T Inc., AT&T Corp., and AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. on November 9, 2008.  That subpoena duces tecum was served upon respondents on or before December 12, 2008.  See Certificate of Service of Subpoena Duces Tecum filed December 16, 2008.
3. On December 23, 2008, AT&T’s Motion to Quash Qwest’s Subpoena Duces Tecum was filed.
4. On December 31, 2008, Qwest Communications Corporation’s Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to AT&T’s Motion to Quash was filed.  Qwest needs additional time to complete preparation of its response due to intervening holidays.  Qwest seeks an extension of time up to and including January 6, 2009, within which to responds to AT&T’s motion.  Qwest attempted to confer with AT&T’s counsel; however, she was not available to confer.
5. No prejudice will come to any party upon the granting of the requested relief.  Therefore, response time will be waived sua sponte.  Good cause having been shown for the request, it will be granted.

1. Response time to Qwest Communications Corporation’s (Qwest) Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to AT&T’s Motion to Quash filed December 31, 2008 is waived.
