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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 14, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1522-Electric, along with pre-filed testimony and exhibits in support of the Advice Letter.  

2. By Decision No. C08-1231, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff. 

3. By Decision No. C08-1260, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for preparation of an initial Commission decision, along with procedural guidelines.

By Decision No. R08-1274-I, response time to requests for intervention was shortened to three business days.  

On December 29, 2008, the Petition to Intervene by Holy Cross Energy (Holy Cross) was filed.  Holy Cross, a cooperative electric association, is a wholesale customer of Public Service purchasing "full requirements service" under the terms of a power supply agreement.

4. Holy Cross requests leave to file the petition to intervene out of time, because it only recently became aware of the scope and substance of the proceeding.  Holy Cross contends that granting the petition will not prejudice any party and that it will accept the current procedural schedule in the docket.

Based upon the representations in the pleadings filed by Holy Cross, it has demonstrated a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding.  Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, Holy Cross will be granted late intervention as ordered below, with the proviso that Holy Cross takes this docket as it finds it and is bound by the decisions previously entered in this docket.  Parties are directed to add counsel for Holy Cross to their service lists.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene by Holy Cross Energy (Holy Cross) is granted. Holy Cross shall take the docket as it finds it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.

2. Holy Cross is granted Intervenor status.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
