I. statement

1. On June 20, 2008, Qwest Communications Corporation (Qwest) filed a Formal Complaint, commencing this docket.  In accordance with R08-1261-I, Qwest amended the Complaint on December 12, 2008.  

2. On December 31, 2008, ACN Communications Services, Inc.’s (ACN) Motion to Extend Time to Satisfy or Answer was filed via facsimile.  ACN requests additional time to answer or satisfy matters in the Amended Complaint filed against it up to and including January 19, 2009.

3. The facsimile copy was not accompanied by a Certificate of Service documenting compliance with Rule 1205, of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.
