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I. STATEMENT

1. This matter was remanded by the Commission to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for further hearing.  See Decision Nos. C08-0272 and C08-0498.

2. On January 6, 2009, a prehearing conference was conducted in this matter pursuant to Decision No. R08-1279-I.  Appearances were entered at that time on behalf of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and S&J Partners, as representative of Golden West Commuter, LLC, dissolved. 

3. Among other matters, that will be addressed by separate order, the parties agreed that a settlement conference supervised by another one of the Commission’s ALJs or a Commission authorized mediator might be a productive vehicle for discussing an informal resolution of this matter.  

4. Counsel confirmed availability on January 23, 2009 at 4:00 p.m.  Accordingly, a settlement conference commencing at 4:00 p.m. on that date will be held at the Commission’s offices on that date before another Commission ALJ or Commission authorized mediator. Attendees at the conference should include the parties’ legal counsel along with party representatives having settlement authority.  

5. The ALJ continues to have substantial concern that one hour may be insufficient for a fruitful settlement conference; however, only one timely proposal was made that was mutually agreeable by all parties.  As the date gets closer, the ALJ encourages both parties to pursue Staff’s stated suggestion of an earlier start time, if all concerned are available.

6. In order to assist the supervising ALJ, the parties will be required to file a confidential settlement memorandum of no more than ten pages in length on or before noon on January 20, 2009.  The settlement memorandum should contain the following:  (a) a brief description of the issues involved in this proceeding; (b) the party’s position relative to those issues; (c) the status/results of prior settlement discussions, if any; and (d) the party’s current proposal for settlement.  Only the original settlement memorandum should be filed directly with the Chief ALJ on duty at the time of filing under seal and marked “CONFIDENTIAL SETTLEMENT MEMORANDUM.”  Copies of the settlement memorandum should not be filed with the Commission’s Information Center.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
