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I. STATEMENT
1. This matter concerns a joint application filed by Adams County, Department of Public Works and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) for an order approving the grade separation structure which carries Pecos Street (ADA 2.5N-60.340) over the Union Pacific track near railroad milepost 3.87 (existing US-DOT crossing no. 253279J), on the Moffat Tunnel Subdivision, more or less, and over the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railway Company (BNSF) track, near railroad milepost 4.0 (existing US-DOT crossing no. 244773S), on the Front Range Subdivision, more or less, in unincorporated Adams County, Colorado. 

2. On January 8, 2009, BNSF timely intervened of right.  No response was filed.

3. By Decision No. C09-0068, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the Commission for disposition. 

4. Particularly in light of the statutory deadlines applicable to this matter, it is important to establish a procedural schedule as well as a hearing in this matter on a timely basis.  A procedural schedule and hearing will be established as ordered below.

5. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.    

6. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Adams County, Department of Public Works and the Union Pacific Railroad Company shall file four copies of its list of witnesses (including a summary of each witness’ testimony) and four copies of each exhibit, and shall serve all other parties with a copy of the same, on or before March 6, 2009.

2. The Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railway Company shall file four copies of its list of witnesses (including a summary of each witness’ testimony) and four copies of each exhibit, and shall serve all other parties with a copy of the same, on or before March 20, 2009.
