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I. statement  

1. On December 13, 2008, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 89522 on Respondent Elvis Edwards, doing business as Papi Enterprise (Respondent).  The CPAN sought a civil penalty in the amount of $275 with an additional 15 percent surcharge, for a total amount of $316.25.  

2. Respondent was given ten days within which to pay one-half of the assessment.  Respondent did not make a payment.  When Respondent did not make the payment, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  Minute Order dated December 23, 2008.  

3. On January 5, 2009, counsel for Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered an appearance and identified both trial and advisory Staff persons on whom filings are to be served.  

4. By Decision No. R09-0009-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter for January 27, 2008.  That Order also established the date by which each party was to file its list of witnesses and copies of the documents to be presented at the evidentiary hearing.
  

5. Pursuant to Decision No. R09-0009-I, on January 14, 2009, Staff filed its list witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

6. Pursuant to Decision No. R09-0009-I, Respondent was to file his list of witnesses and copies of his exhibits on or before January 21, 2009.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Respondent has not made the required filing.  In addition, review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Respondent has not filed a motion to extend the time within which to make the required filing.  

7. Due to an unanticipated event, the ALJ was unavailable on the scheduled hearing date of January 27, 2009.  Consequently, the Parties were informed orally that the scheduled hearing was vacated and that a new hearing date would be established.  This Order memorializes that notification.  

8. By this Order, the ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this matter for February 18, 2009.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The hearing scheduled for January 27, 2009 is vacated.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this proceeding is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:
