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I. statement  

1. On October 20, 2008, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP, doing business as Black Hills Electric (Applicant), filed a Verified Application seeking approval of its 2009 Qualifying Retail Utility Compliance Plan (Application).  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) intervened of right.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened of right.  OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. By Minute Order dated December 3, 2008, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. By Minute Order dated December 3, 2008, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of December 5, 2008.  

5. By Decision No. R09-0015-I, the ALJ established a procedural schedule.  Pursuant to that procedural schedule, intervenor answer testimony is to be filed on or before February 4, 2009.  

6. On January 27, 2009, Staff filed, in one document, an Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony, and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  The ALJ granted the Staff motion by Decision No. R09-0093-I.  

7. On February 4, 2009, OCC filed, in one document, a Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Response].  The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted.  The procedural schedule will be modified to permit OCC to file its answer testimony and exhibits on or before February 9, 2009.  

8. Granting the Motion does not change any other provision of or date in Decision No. R09-0015-I, as modified by Decision No. R09-0093-I.  

9. Given the nature of the Motion and given that the Applicant does not oppose the Motion, no party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted.  The Request will be granted.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits, filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule contained in Decision No. R09-0015-I is modified as follows:  On or before February 9, 2009, intervenor Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel shall file its answer testimony and exhibits in this proceeding.  

3. Except as modified by Ordering Paragraph No. 2, above, the procedural schedule and the requirements contained in Decision No. R09-0015-I, as modified by Decision No. R09-0093-I, remain in effect.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time, filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, is granted.  

5. Response time to the Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
