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I. statement

1. On January 23, 2009, Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (CoSEIA) filed a Motion for Amicus Curiae Status of Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association.  CoSEIA is a trade association for solar equipment manufacturers, developers, and installers in the State of Colorado that has been involved in prior regulatory proceedings before the Commission.  CoSEIA members sell and install commercial solar electric generation systems. CoSEIA is particularly concerned regarding the impact of the transmission cost adjustment rider upon the economic viability of commercial solar electric systems.

2. Rule 1200(c) provides for a non-party desiring to assist the Commission in arriving at a just and reasonable determination of a proceeding to participate as amicus curiae. An amicus curiae is not a party, and may present legal argument only, as permitted by the Commission.

3. No response has been filed to CoSEIA’s motion.  Good cause appearing for the unopposed motion, it will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Amicus Curiae Status of Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association is granted.
