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I. statement
1. On November 13, 2008, the City of Delta (Delta) filed an application requesting authorization to install new flashing light signals with automatic gate arms at the crossing of Delta County Road 1600 (Road 1600) and the track of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), and to interconnect the warning circuitry with the new traffic signal on U.S. Highway 50 and Road 1600.  The crossing is National Inventory No. 253415G.
2. Notice of the application was provided by the Commission to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to §40-6-108(2), C.R.S. on November 19, 2008.
3. On December 8, 2008, UPRR filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  UPRR opposes the grant of the Application until such time as there is an agreed signal exhibit and an agreement between the parties covering all aspects of the Application.  
4. On December 30, 2008, pursuant to Decision No. C08-1342, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred to matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge for disposition.  

5. In addition, pursuant to Decision No. C08-1342, based on representations by Delta that UPRR had failed to provide it with updated cost estimates, the Commission ordered UPRR to file its updated cost estimate in this Docket within 30 days of the effective date of that Decision.  

6. On January 27, 2009, UPRR filed its updated signal and surface estimates with the Commission.  UPRR represents that it provided the attached signal estimates to Delta on January 22, 2009.

7. In order to facilitate the orderly resolution of this proceeding, it is appropriate to schedule a pre-hearing conference.  Therefore, the undersigned ALJ sets a pre-hearing conference for February 24, 2009 at 1:30 p.m., in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  

8. Parties should be prepared to discuss all issues contemplated by Rule 1409(a), including, without limitation, the establishment of hearing dates and a procedural schedule governing this case to ensure compliance with statutory timelines.  Parties should also be prepared to provide information on the status of any project designs, as well as progress regarding a construction and maintenance agreement.
