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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

The captioned application was filed with the Commission on December 17, 2008 and public notice of it was given on December 22, 2008.

On February 19, 2009, the Motion for Republication of Notice on a Ten-Day Basis was filed by Green Ride Co., Inc., doing business as Go Green Ride (Go Green).  Go Green requests that the application be renoticed to correct an error in the original publication.

1. Go Green requests that a notice be republished as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage 

(a)
in call-and-demand limousine service between all points within the following area: bounded on the south by Colorado Highway 7 extended (39°59' latitude) as is extended from its intersection with longitude 104°30' on the East, and latitude 49°49' on the North, to longitude 105°18' on the West; on the one hand and all points in the State of Colorado on the other hand; and 

(b)
in scheduled service between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand: 

(i)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of Harmony Road and Interstate 25 in Fort Collins, Colorado; 

(ii)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 34 and Interstate 25 in Loveland, Colorado; 

(iii)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of Colorado 119 and Interstate 25 in Longmont, Colorado; and 

(iv)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of West 28th Street and South 23rd Avenue in Greeley, Colorado.

Estes Park Express, Ltd.; Stanley Brothers Taxi Company; Shamrock Charters Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express; SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado, SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO; and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle have timely intervened of right 

Counsel for Go Green represents his understanding that no other Commission-certificated authority was affected by the proposed amendment.  Based thereupon, no harm would come from shortening publication notice to ten days.

2. Counsel for intervenors do not oppose the requested relief.  Based thereupon it is appropriate that response time to the motion be waived.

Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, it will be granted.  The application will be renoticed as requested on ten days’ notice.

Intervenors that have already intervened in this proceeding need not intervene again.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion for Republication of Notice on a Ten-Day Basis filed February 19, 2009 is waived.

2. The Motion for Republication of Notice on a Ten-Day Basis filed February 19, 2009 is granted.

3. This application shall be renoticed in the Commission’s next Notice of Applications Filed upon shortened publication notice of ten days to reflect:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage 

(a)
in call-and-demand limousine service between all points within the following area: bounded on the south by Colorado Highway 7 extended (39°59' latitude) as is extended from its intersection with longitude 104°30' on the East, and latitude 49°49' on the North, to longitude 105°18' on the West; on the one hand and all points in the State of Colorado on the other hand; and 

(b)
in scheduled service between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand: 

(i)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of Harmony Road and Interstate 25 in Fort Collins, Colorado; 

(ii)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 34 and Interstate 25 in Loveland, Colorado; 

(iii)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of Colorado 119 and Interstate 25 in Longmont, Colorado; and 

(iv)
all points within a one mile radius of the intersection of West 28th Street and South 23rd Avenue in Greeley, Colorado.

4. The parties that have intervened in this proceeding need not file a new notice of intervention but remain intervenors.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
