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I. statement  

1. On December 4, 2008, M. O. D. Inc. (Applicant) filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  This filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed.  MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi), intervened of right in this proceeding.  Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Colorado Cab), intervened of right in this proceeding.
  

3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for January 30, 2009.  Upon motion of Metro Taxi, that prehearing conference was vacated.  Decision No. R09-0077-I.  

5. By Decision No. R09-0127-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for February 23, 2009.  The prehearing conference was held as scheduled.  The Parties were present and participated.  

6. Applicant was represented by Ms. Denise V. Lyons, who is the President of Applicant.  She stated that counsel for Applicant was unable to attend due to another commitment and, thus, that she wished to represent Applicant at the prehearing conference.  The ALJ agreed but ordered counsel for Applicant to enter his appearance on or before March 2, 2009.  This Order memorializes that ruling.  

7. As a preliminary matter, counsel for Colorado Cab represented that the Parties have reached an agreement in principle and requested time to reduce the agreement to writing.  All Parties concurred.  

8. The ALJ agreed to the request and ordered the Parties to file, on or before March 20, 2009, an executed settlement agreement.  In the event the Parties are unable to reach an agreement, the ALJ ordered counsel for Colorado Cab to file, on or before March 20, 2009, a proposed procedural schedule (including hearing dates) that is satisfactory to all Parties.
  This Order memorializes the ALJ's oral ruling.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before March 2, 2009, counsel for M. O. D., Inc. shall enter an appearance in this proceeding.  

2. On or before March 20, 2009 either a settlement agreement shall be filed or a proposed procedural schedule that meets the requirements discussed above shall be filed.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
