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I. statement  

1. On January 21, 2009, the Commission issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 90028 against Move and Tune Inc. (Respondent).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. On February 11, 2009, counsel for Staff of the Commission entered her appearance in this matter.  

3. On February 12, 2009, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  The evidentiary hearing in this matter was scheduled for March 17, 2009.  This Order will vacate that hearing date.  

4. By Minute Order, the Commission assigned this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. By Decision No. R09-0157-I, the ALJ required Respondent either to show cause why it should be permitted to proceed without counsel or to obtain counsel in this matter.  Respondent is to make the filing, or counsel is to enter an appearance, on or before March 6, 2009.  

6. On February 25, 2009, Staff filed a Stipulated Motion to Vacate and to Re-schedule Hearing Date (Motion).  The Motion states good cause.  Both Complainant and Respondent agree to vacate the hearing and agree to the proposed new hearing date.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ is available on the suggested hearing date.  The Motion will be granted; the hearing date of March 17, 2007 will be vacated; and the hearing in this matter will be scheduled for May 6, 2009.  

7. The Motion is stipulated.  Waiving response time will not prejudice any party.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.
