I. statement

1. On February 24, 2009, Eschelon Telecom, Inc’s Motion for Leave to Assert Third Party Complaint was filed.

3. By Decision No. R09-0134-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter to be held on February 26, 2009.
