I. statement  

1. On February 18, 2009, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 90636 on Ahmad Elkhatib, doing business as American Limousine (Respondent).  The CPAN sought a civil penalty in the amount of $400 with an additional 15 percent surcharge, for a total amount of $460.  

2. Respondent was given ten days within which to admit liability and to pay one-half of the civil penalty and surcharge.  When Respondent did not respond to the CPAN, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  Minute Order dated March 4, 2009.  

3. On February 12, 2009, counsel for Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered an appearance and identified both trial and advisory Staff persons on whom filings are to be served.  

4. Hearing in this matter is scheduled for April 21, 2009.  Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  

5. By this Interim Order, the ALJ will establish dates for filing lists of witnesses and copies of the documents to be presented at the evidentiary hearing.  

6. Respondent is an individual and is not represented by counsel.  Pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(b), Respondent is permitted to appear in this proceeding without counsel in order to represent his own interests.  If he wishes to do so, however, Respondent may retain counsel to represent him in this matter.  

7. The parties are advised that no person will be permitted to testify on behalf of a party unless the person is identified in accordance with this Interim Order.  

8. The parties are advised that no document will be admitted into evidence unless that document is filed in accordance with this Interim Order.  

9. Each party is advised that it is the responsibility of the party offering an exhibit to provide a copy of that exhibit to be marked as an exhibit at hearing.  The fact that the exhibits are filed in advance of the hearing does not relieve a party of the obligation to provide a copy of each exhibit at hearing.  

10. The parties are advised that filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, then the document is not filed with the Commission in a timely manner.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. On or before March 27, 2009, Staff of the Commission (Staff) shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of a list of the witnesses that Staff intends to call to testify at the hearing.  For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Staff shall provide the following:  name, address, business telephone number, and brief, complete statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Staff shall serve Ahmad Elkhatib, doing business as American Limousine (Respondent), with Staff's list of witnesses on the same date the filing is made with the Commission.  

2. On or before March 27, 2009, Staff shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document that Staff intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Staff shall serve Respondent with a copy of each exhibit on the same date the filing is made with the Commission.  

3. On or before April 10, 2009, Ahmad Elkhatib, doing business as American Limousine (Respondent), shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of a list of the witnesses that Respondent intends to call to testify at the hearing.  For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Respondent shall provide the following:  name, address, business telephone number, and brief, complete statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Respondent shall serve Staff counsel and the identified Staff persons with his list of witnesses on the same date the filing is made with the Commission.  

4. On or before April 10, 2009, Ahmad Elkhatib, doing business as American Limousine (Respondent), shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document that Respondent intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Respondent shall serve Staff counsel and the identified Staff persons with a copy of each exhibit on the same date the filing is made with the Commission.  

5. The parties shall be held to the advisements stated above.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
