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I. statement

1. This docket concerns Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No.90234 90234 issued by Commission Staff (Staff) onJanuary 20, 2009 January 20, 2009 against RespondentRussell Johnson and Jolene Johnson, doing business as Integrity Limousine Services Russell Johnson and Jolene Johnson, doing business as Integrity Limousine Services (Integrity Limousine

 REF RESPONDS  \* MERGEFORMAT Integrity Limousine).  The CPAN assessed Integrity Limousine a total penalty of $400 for one violation of Rule 6009(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

2. By the Commission’s Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, a hearing is set in this matter to commence in Denver, Colorado on March 16, 2009.

3. On March 13, 2009, the Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Request to Waive Response Time was filed by Staff.  Staff reports that the parties have reached an agreement in principle that will result in settlement of this matter, subject to Commission approval.  It is requested that the scheduled hearing be vacated and that response time to the request be waived.

4. The parties have come to a settlement agreement in principle that resolves all issues in this proceeding.  The resolution of those issues shall be set forth in a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement to be filed.

5. Staff anticipates that the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement setting forth the terms of their settlement for consideration and acceptance by the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) should be filed no later than April 3, 2009.  

6. In light of the close proximity to the commencement of the scheduled hearing, and the unopposed relief sought, the ALJ finds it appropriate to waive response time to the request.  

7. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, the hearing scheduled for March 16, 2009, will be vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.  

8. The parties shall reduce the terms of any settlement to writing and file a motion for approval regarding the same on or before April 3, 2009.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Request to Waive Response Time is waived and the request is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for March 16, 2009, is vacated.

3. The parties shall reduce the terms of any settlement to writing and file a motion for approval regarding the same on or before April 3, 2009.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
