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I. statement  

1. On December 4, 2008, M. O. D. Inc. (Applicant) filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed.  MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi), intervened of right and opposed the Application.  Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Colorado Cab), intervened of right and opposed the Application.
  

3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge.  

4. On March 20, 2009, the Intervenors filed a Joint Motion to Dismiss Application and to Shorten Response Time.  This Order addresses only the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time.  

5. In the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time, the Intervenors state that prompt resolution of the Joint Motion to Dismiss is necessary in the interest of administrative efficiency; that Applicant was informed of the Motion to Dismiss Application prior to its filing; and that both Intervenors have expended significant resources in this proceeding.  Intervenors request that the 14-day response period be shortened to 7 days.  

6. The Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time will be granted, but the date on which the response is due will be March 30, 2009 to take into account the mailed date of this Order.  First, the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time states good cause.  Second, shortening the response time will not prejudice Applicant as the Joint Motion to Dismiss Application is based on Applicant's failure to obtain counsel and, thus, can be addressed within a shortened response period.  Third, a shortened response time is reasonable in light of the single basis for the Joint Motion to Dismiss Application and in light of the procedural schedule in this proceeding.
  

7. The response time to the Joint Motion to Dismiss Application will be shortened to March 30, 2009.  Applicant's response to the Joint Motion to Dismiss Application must be filed on or before that date.  

8. The Joint Motion to Dismiss Application will be taken under advisement pending expiration of the time for response.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time is granted.  

2. The response time to the Joint Motion to Dismiss Application is shortened to and including March 30, 2009.  

3. The Joint Motion to Dismiss Application is taken under advisement.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
