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I. statement  

1. On December 4, 2008, M. O. D. Inc. (Applicant) filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  This filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed.  MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi), intervened of right and opposed the Application.  Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Colorado Cab), intervened of right and opposed the Application.
  

3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. Pursuant to Decision No. R09-0127-I, the ALJ held a prehearing conference in this matter on February 23, 2009.  The Parties were present and participated.  

5. As a preliminary matter, counsel for Colorado Cab represented that the Parties had reached an agreement in principle and requested time to reduce the agreement to writing.  All Parties concurred.  The ALJ agreed to the request and ordered the filing, on or before March 20, 2009, of:  (a) an executed settlement agreement; or (b) a proposed procedural schedule (including hearing dates) that is satisfactory to all Parties.  Decision No. R09-0178-I.  

6. On March 20, 2009, Colorado Cab filed a proposed procedural schedule and hearing date that are satisfactory to the Parties.  The ALJ has reviewed the filing and finds the proposed dates to be satisfactory.  Accordingly, the ALJ will adopt and will order the hearing date and the procedural schedule as proposed.  

7. No final prehearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  If a party believes that a final prehearing conference is necessary, that party may file an appropriate motion.  

8. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that for each witness, the detailed summary of testimony must include at least the following:  name of the witness; address of the witness; business telephone number of the witness; a statement of the witness's background as pertinent to this docket; a detailed statement of the witness's expected testimony; and a detailed statement of the witness's conclusions or recommendations (and the basis for each conclusion or recommendation).  

9. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that no person will be permitted to testify on behalf of a party unless a detailed summary of that person's testimony is filed in accordance with this Interim Order.  

10. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that no document will be admitted into evidence unless that document is filed in accordance with this Interim Order.  

11. Each party is advised that it is the responsibility of the party offering an exhibit to provide a copy of that exhibit to be marked as an exhibit at hearing.  The fact that the exhibits are filed in advance of the hearing does not relieve a party of the obligation to provide a copy of each exhibit at hearing.  

12. The parties are advised, and are on notice, that filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, then the document is not filed with the Commission in a timely manner.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:

2. On or before April 2, 2009, M. O. D. Inc. (Applicant) shall file its detailed summary of direct testimony and copies of the exhibits to be offered in its direct case.  

3. On or before April 16, 2009, each intervenor shall file its detailed summary of answer testimony and copies of the exhibits to be offered in its answer case.  

4. On or before April 23, 2009, Applicant shall file its detailed summary of rebuttal testimony and copies of the exhibits to be offered in its rebuttal case.  

5. On or before April 28, 2009, each party shall file its corrected or updated detailed summaries of testimony and copies of updated or corrected exhibits.  

6. All prehearing motions shall be filed on or before April 30, 2009.  

7. On or before April 30, 2009, the parties shall file any stipulation reached.  At the time a stipulation is filed with the Commission, the filing party shall provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the Administrative Law Judge.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

8. The parties shall make the filings and shall file detailed summaries of testimony as set out above.  

9. Information claimed to be confidential shall be treated in accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100.  If any information is filed with the Commission under seal because the information is claimed to be confidential, then the party filing the information under seal shall provide to the Administrative Law Judge, at the time the information is filed with the Commission, a copy of the information filed under seal.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

10. Discovery in this proceeding shall be governed by the provisions of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405, unless otherwise ordered.  

11. The parties shall be held to the advisements stated above.  

12. This Order is effective immediately.
