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I. STATEMENT
1. On January 9, 2009, the Adams County Department of Public Works (Adams County) filed the above-captioned application requesting authority to construct a new grade separation of Osage Street over the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) Front Range Subdivision and the proposed new Regional Transportation District (RTD) FasTracks Gold Line and Northwest Rail commuter rail lines in unincorporated Adams County, Colorado.  A National Inventory Number has not yet been assigned to this structure.  Adams County also requests that BNSF provide a contribution to the estimated cost of $7.2 million project cost; however, Adams County does not specifically state how much of a contribution it seeks.  Adams County states that it reserves the right to continue to pursue additional non-federal funding streams, such as RTD or State SB-1 funds, for this project.   By Decision No. C09-0223, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the Commission. 

2. By Decision No. R09-0285-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled to schedule a hearing, establish a procedural schedule, and address any other matters raised by the parties.  

3. At the assigned time and place, the prehearing conference was conducted.  As a result of the discussions held, a procedural schedule is adopted as ordered below.

4. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.    

5. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Adams County Department of Public Works (Adams County) shall file its list of witnesses (including a summary of each witness’ testimony) and copies of its exhibits, and shall serve all other parties with a copy of the same, on or before April 24, 2007.

2. The BNSF Railway Company and the Regional Transportation District shall each file their respective list of witnesses (including a summary of each witness’ testimony) and copies of exhibits, and shall serve all other parties with a copy of the same, on or before May 13, 2009.
