I. statement  

1. On February 18, 2009, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 90636 on Ahmad Elkhatib, doing business as American Limousine (Respondent).  Respondent was given ten days within which to admit liability and to pay one-half of the civil penalty and surcharge.  When Respondent did not respond to the CPAN, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  Minute Order dated March 4, 2009.  

2. On February 12, 2009, counsel for Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered an appearance and identified both trial and advisory Staff persons on whom filings are to be served.
  

3. The Commission scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter for April 21, 2009.  This Order will vacate the scheduled hearing date.  

4. By Decision No. R09-0272-I, the ALJ established dates for filing lists of witnesses and copies of the documents to be presented at the evidentiary hearing.  That Order listed the data to be provided for each listed witness and set out advisements to the Parties.  

5. On March 26, 2009, Staff filed its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

6. Respondent's list of witnesses and copies of his exhibits are due on or before April 10, 2009.  This requirement is not changed by this Order.  

7. On March 31, 2009, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date (Motion).  As that filing, Staff states that its counsel is scheduled to be in another hearing on April 21, 2009.  Staff states that, if the Motion is granted, Staff will file, no later than June 1, 2009, either a signed settlement agreement or suggested hearing dates that are acceptable to Respondent.  Staff represents that Respondent does not oppose the requested relief.  

8. The Motion states good cause.  The ALJ will grant the Motion, will vacate the hearing date, and will order Staff to make the filing discussed above.  

9. As the Motion is unopposed, response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for April 21, 2009 is vacated.  

3. On or before June 1, 2009, Staff of the Commission shall file either a signed settlement agreement or proposed hearing dates that are satisfactory to both Ahmad Elkhatib, doing business as American Limousine, and Staff of the Commission.  Staff of the Commission must propose at least three hearing dates, should that option be chosen.  

4. The filing dates, filing requirements, and advisements contained in Decision No. R09-0272-I remain in effect and govern this proceeding.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
