I. STATEMENT
1. On March 13, 2009, Joseph Curtin and John McQuinn, doing business as Estes Mountain Shuttle (Estes Mountain Shuttle), filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (hereafter the Application). This filing commenced Docket No. 09A-189CP.

2. On May 22, 2009, the Motion for Leave to Restrictively Amend Application of Joseph Curtain and John McQuinn, doing business as Estes Mountain Shuttle, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Restrictive Amendment Motion) was filed.

3. Estes Mountain Shuttle first refers to an agreement filed April 6, 2009, wherein Estes Mountain Shuttle and Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak) sought to amend the scope of the Application.  Noting that the Commission found the pleading to be confusing, the company sought to clarify the scope of the requested amendment and to clarify the intended scope of operations.

4. By Decision No. R09-0629-I, determination of the Restrictive Amendment Motion was bifurcated from the merits of the application and a hearing was scheduled to consider the motion.

5. On July 7, 2009, the Motion to Withdraw Motion for Leave to Restrictively Amend Application of Joseph Curtin and John McQuinn, Doing Business as Estes Mountain Shuttle, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire and to Vacate Scheduled Hearing was filed.  Estes Mountain Shuttle now wishes to withdraw the Restrictive Amendment Motion and to vacate the July 13, 2009 hearing.  Estes Mountain Shuttle submits that good cause exists based upon the failure to consummate the agreement and contention that neither the April 6, 2009 agreement nor the Restrictive Amendment Motion addresses the transportation needs and wants of the Estes Park community.

6. Counsel for Estes Mountain Shuttle conferred with Peak to Peak and states that Peak to Peak does not oppose the requested relief. 

7. No party will be prejudiced by granting the requested relief. Based thereupon, and in consideration of the quickly approaching scheduled hearing, response time to the Restrictive Motion to Withdraw Motion for Leave to Restrictively Amend Application of Joseph Curtin and John McQuinn, Doing Business as Estes Mountain Shuttle, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire and to Vacate Scheduled Hearing will be waived sua sponte and the request will be granted. 

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Motion to Withdraw Motion for Leave to Restrictively Amend Application of Joseph Curtin and John McQuinn, Doing Business as Estes Mountain Shuttle, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire and to Vacate Scheduled Hearing filed July 7, 2009 is waived and the request is granted.

2. The Motion for Leave to Restrictively Amend Application of Joseph Curtain and John McQuinn, doing business as Estes Mountain Shuttle, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire filed May 22, 2009 is withdrawn.

3. The hearing scheduled for July 13, 2009, to consider the Motion for Leave to Restrictively Amend Application of Joseph Curtain and John McQuinn, doing business as Estes Mountain Shuttle, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire is vacated.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
