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I. STATEMENT
The captioned application was filed with the Commission on December 17, 2008.

1. The Commission gave notice of the application on December 22, 2008 (Notice).  That Notice read that Applicant Green Ride Co, Inc. (Go Green) sought the following authority:

a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, 

between all points within the following area:  bounded on the south by Latitude 40º 15´ N; on the east by Longitude 104º 30´; on the north by Latitude 40º 49´; and on the west by Longitude 105º 15´; and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  

On April 2, 2009, Go Green; Estes Park Express, Ltd.; and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company filed a Contingent Withdrawal.  Go Green requests to amend the application to restrict against any form of transportation of passengers and their baggage by motor vehicle for hire between all points within an 18-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highways 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, or between that radial area, on the one hand, and DIA, on the other hand.  Upon Commission acceptance and approval of such amendment, Estes Park Express, Ltd. and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company withdraw their intervention.

2. There being no other party prejudiced by the granting of the stipulated request, and no response having been filed to date, it is appropriate that response time be shortened to the date of this Interim Order. 

3. Applicant seeks to restrictively amend the application to request an authority as follows:

For a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, 

between all points within the following area:  bounded on the south by Latitude 40º 15´ N; on the east by Longitude 104º 30´; on the north by Latitude 40º 49´; and on the west by Longitude 105º 15´; and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  

RESTRICTION:

a.
Against providing service between all points within an 18-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highways 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado and between said points on the one hand and DIA on the other hand.

4. The proposed amendment is unambiguous, restrictive in nature, and enforceable.  Therefore, the amendment to the Application will be accepted and the interventions previously filed by Estes Park Express, Ltd. and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company are withdrawn. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Contingent Withdrawal filed April 2, 2009, is shortened to the date of this Interim Order.

2. The restrictive amendment to the Application is accepted.  Green Ride Co, Inc.’s application is amended to seek authority as described in Paragraph I.5. above. 

3. The interventions of Estes Park Express, Ltd., and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company are withdrawn.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
