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I. statement  

1. On November 24, 2008, the City of Grand Junction (Applicant), filed a Verified Application for an order:  (a) authorizing the construction of a new grade-separated overpass in Grand Junction, Colorado; and (b) allocating the cost of that overpass between Applicant and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).  This filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public Notice of the Application Filed.  UPRR intervened of right and objected to the granting of the Application.  

3. The Intervenor is UPRR.  Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  

4. The Commission assigned this docket to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. By Decision No. R09-0123-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ established a procedural schedule in this proceeding.  Pursuant to that procedural schedule, UPRR's answer testimony addressing the allocation of the costs of the grade-separated facility is to be filed on or before April 24, 2009.  

6. On April 8, 2009, UPRR filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time (Motion).  Due to its counsel's unanticipated and extended absence from the office, UPRR seeks a modification of the procedural schedule to allow it to file its answer testimony and exhibit on May 5, 2009.  UPRR represents that Applicant does not oppose the granting of the Motion.  

7. The Motion states good cause.  As the Motion is unopposed, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted, and the procedural schedule will be modified as follows:  UPRR's answer testimony and exhibits on the cost allocation issue will be due on or before May 5, 2009.  

8. As the Motion is unopposed, no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time, filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R09-0123-I is modified as follows:  On or before May 5, 2009, UPRR shall file its answer testimony and exhibits addressing the apportionment of the costs of the grade-separated facility.  

3. No other portion of Decision No. R09-0123-I is affected by this Order.  

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
