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I. statement  

1. On January 21, 2009, the Commission issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 90028 against Move and Tune, Inc. (Respondent).  That commenced this docket.  
2. Staff and Respondent are the Parties.  Both Parties are represented by counsel.  

3. On February 12, 2009, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing for March 17, 2009.  That Order was vacated by Decision No. R09-0205-I.  

4. By Minute Order, the Commission assigned this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. Hearing in this matter is scheduled for May 6, 2009.  Decision No. R09-0205-I.  

6. Respondent has filed a Motion for Continuance.  Staff has filed a response in which Staff states that it has no objection to the requested continuance.  The motion states good cause, and granting the motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the motion.  The hearing scheduled for May 6, 2009 will be vacated.  

7. In its response to the Motion for Continuance, Staff requests that the ALJ order the Parties to file, on or before August 1, 2009, one of the following:  (a) a motion for approval of settlement agreement and the settlement agreement; (b) a motion to schedule hearing date and the proposed hearing date; or (c) a motion for an additional extension of time, which motion will be based on the health of Respondent's principal.  Staff represents that Respondent supports Staff's request.  Staff's request states good cause, and granting the request will not prejudice either party.  The ALJ will grant Staff's request and will order the Parties to file, on or before August 3, 2009,
 one of the motions described above.  
8. Staff asks for waiver of response time to its request for filing.  As the request is unopposed, waiving response time will not prejudice either party.  Response time will be waived.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Continuance is granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for May 6, 2009 is vacated.  

3. The request made by Staff of the Commission that a filing be ordered is granted.  

On or before August 3, 2009, Staff of the Commission and Move and Tune, Inc., 

4. shall file one of the following:  (a) a motion for approval of settlement agreement and the settlement agreement; (b) a motion to schedule hearing date and the proposed hearing date; or (c) a motion for an additional extension of time, which motion shall be based on the health of Move and Tune, Inc.'s principal.  
5. Response time to the request that a filing be ordered is waived.  
6. This Order is effective immediately.
