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I. statement

1. On February 10, 2009, the Commission issued Decision No. C09-0113 which, pursuant to Rule 3006 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 and Rule 4006 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 CCR 723-4, required each utility over which the Commission has jurisdiction to file an annual report on or before April 30 for the preceding calendar year.

2. Additionally, the Commission ordered that, with the exception of cooperative electric associations subject to Article 9.5 of Title 40, C.R.S., all energy utilities must also submit a copy of the report of gross regulated intrastate operating revenues required by the Colorado Department of Revenue, Form DR 0525.  Pursuant to Article 3.5 of Title 40, C.R.S., municipal utilities authorized to serve areas outside their municipal corporate limits need only report gross operating revenues relating to those areas.

3. The Commission noted that a utility subject to the Order may file a motion for extension of time to file its annual report, which may be granted for a period not to exceed 30 days if good cause is shown why it is unable to comply with the April 30, 2009 deadline.  However, such motion shall not include a request for extension of time to file Form DR 0525.  The Commission referred motions for an extension of time an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. On April 23, 2009, Wheatland Electric Cooperative, Inc (Wheatland) filed a request for extension of time for filing its annual report. 

5. Wheatland requests an extension of time until June 1, 2009 to file the annual report required by Commission Rule 4006.  

6. While Wheatland filed its request as a letter requesting additional time, the undersigned ALJ will construe the letter as a motion for extension of time as required pursuant to Commission Decision No. C09-0113.  

7. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motion.  Wheatland shall have until June 1, 2009 to file its annual report.  The ALJ notes that Wheatland must nonetheless file Form DR 0525 by April 30, 2009.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Annual Report filed by Wheatland Electric Cooperative, Inc. is granted. 

2. Wheatland Electric Cooperative, Inc. is granted a 30-day extension of time and shall file its annual report on June 1, 2009.

3. Wheatland Electric Cooperative, Inc. shall file a copy of its report of gross regulated intrastate operating revenues required by the Colorado Department of Revenue, Form DR 0525 by April 30, 2009.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
