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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on February 11, 2009, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 89008 to Respondent Lyon’s Towing & Recovery, Inc. (Lyon’s Towing).  Lyon’s Towing was served with a copy of CPAN No. 89008 on February 25, 2009.  The Commission also set this matter for hearing on April 15, 2009.  

2. On February 25, 2009, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. On February 27, the Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, and Notice Pursuant to Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a).

4. On March 10, 2009, Mr. George Price, Esq. filed a letter with the Commission indicating that his law offices will be contesting the CPAN.  The letter by Mr. Price will be construed as an Entry of Appearance in this matter on behalf of Lyon’s Towing.

5. The matter was set for hearing on May 7, 2009.

6. On April 28, 2009, Staff filed a Motion to Compel Responses to Staff’s First Set of Data Requests and Motion for Shortened Response Time (Motion).  According to the Motion, Staff served its First Set of Data Requests upon counsel for Lyons Towing on April 3, 2009.  Staff asserts that Respondent failed to respond or object to the Data Request within the required ten-day period pursuant to Commission Rule 1405(b).  Despite other attempts to contact Respondent, Staff represents that as of the date of its Motion, Respondent has failed to contact Staff’s counsel to resolve the matter.

7. Staff requests an order to compel Respondent to answer the propounded Data Request.  However, because the hearing in this matter is set for May 7, 2009, Staff requests that response time to its Motion to be shortened to no later than 1:00 p.m. on Monday, May 4, 2009.

8. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to shorten response time to Staff’s Motion to no later than May 4, 2009 at 1:00 p.m.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The response time to Staff’s Motion to Compel Responses to Staff’s First Set of Data Requests is shortened to no later than May 4, 2009 at 1:00 p.m.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
