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I. statement  

1. On November 25, 2008, Ken Caryl Concierge, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. On January 5, 2009, the Commission gave notice of the Application and established an intervention period which expired on February 4, 2009.  

3. MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi) and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle) intervened in this matter.

4. By Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of February 11, 2009 and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., absent an enlargement of time by the Commission or Applicant's waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before 210 days from that date or September 9, 2009.
 

5. Applicant is a Colorado limited liability company and is represented by an attorney in this proceeding.  

6. By Interim Order No. R09-0168-I, a pre-hearing conference in this matter was set for March 24, 2009.  At the appointed date and time, the undersigned ALJ called the docket to order.  Appearances were entered by Applicant, Metro Taxi, Colorado Cab, and SuperShuttle.

7. After discussion by the parties, a procedural schedule was agreed to.  A hearing in this matter was scheduled for July 14, 2009.  Additionally, a procedural schedule was established pursuant to Decision No. R09-0332-I.  

8. Among other things, the procedural schedule set certain dates for discovery.  The cut-off date for discovery was July 3, 2009.  Therefore, the last day to serve discovery upon Applicant was to be June 18, 2009.  Any objections regarding discovery were to be filed within seven days of service of the discovery request or response.

9. As the procedural schedule relates to discovery, Colorado Cab requests a modification so that the last day to serve discovery upon Applicant is moved to a date subsequent to June 19, 2009, when Applicant’s filed summary of testimony, witness list, and exhibits is due.  Colorado Cab proposes a procedural schedule related to discovery as follows:

A.) The last day to serve discovery upon Applicant is June 26, 2009, one week after Applicant’s testimony summary, witness list and exhibits is due.

B.) Discovery responses and objections if any, shall be served within ten days of a request, in accord with Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405(b).

C.) The cut-off date for discovery shall be July 6, 2009, which is one week before the hearing.

10. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the proposed modifications to the procedural schedule related to discovery as enumerated in Paragraph No. 9.  Therefore, the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R09-0332-I is modified as indicated above.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab on April 14, 2009 to Modify Interim Order is granted.

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R09-0332-I as it relates to discovery is modified as follows:

A.) The last day to serve discovery upon Applicant is June 26, 2009, one week after Applicant’s testimony summary, witness list and exhibits is due.

B.) Discovery responses and objections if any, shall be served within ten days of a request, in accord with Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405(b).

C.) The cut-off date for discovery shall be July 6, 2009, which is one week before the hearing.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
