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I. statement

1. On December 19, 2008, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) filed an Application for an Order seeking to amend its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide natural gas service in designated areas within Pueblo County, Colorado.  In addition, CNG requested a CPCN authorizing it to construct, own, and operate a natural gas transmission and distribution system in certain parts of Pueblo County, Colorado.

2. Notice of the Application was issued by the Commission on December 22, 2008.  Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) timely intervened in the matter.

3. A procedural schedule in this matter was submitted at a pre-hearing conference held on March 26, 2009 and approved by Decision No. R09-0325-I.  According to that schedule, CNG’s Direct Testimony and Exhibits were to be filed on or before April 30, 2009.  Public Service’s Answer Testimony and Exhibits are due on May 22, 2009.  

4. CNG represents that the parties are currently in settlement negotiations, and based on the progress made so far, the parties are confident that a resolution of the issues in this Docket will be reached, thereby avoiding a hearing.  In order to provide the parties additional time to negotiate, CNG requests a one week extension of time to file its Direct Testimony and Exhibits.  CNG also requests a one week extension of time to May 29, 2009 for Public Service to file its Answer Testimony and Exhibits.  CNG further proposes to offer any Rebuttal Testimony live at the hearing rather than file it on May 29, 2009.  CNG represents that Public Service does not object to the relief sought.

5. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to grant the relief CNG requests.  Therefore, the deadline to file its Direct Testimony in this matter is extended one week from April 30, 2009 to the close of business on May 7, 2009, as requested.  The deadline for Public Service to file its Answer Testimony and Exhibits is extended to the close of business on May 29, 2009.  CNG shall present any Rebuttal Testimony live at the hearing.  Since the Motion is unopposed, response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The April 30, 2009 Unopposed Motion of Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time is granted.

2. The date for Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) to file Direct Testimony in this matter is extended to the close of business on May 7, 2009.

3. The date for Public Service Company of Colorado to file its Answer Testimony is extended to the close of business on May 29, 2009.

4. CNG shall present any Rebuttal Testimony live at hearing.

5. Response time to the Motion is waived.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
