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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 6, 2009, Complainant, Debralee I. Catalan (Catalan), filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission in the captioned docket against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).

The Complaint involves a billing dispute.  Public Service contends that Catalan is liable for prior utility charges of approximately $2,681.45 at 2124 S. Racine Way, Apartment V-101, Aurora, Colorado 80014 (the Service Address).  Catalan denies liability for these charges on 

2. the basis of her contention that they were incurred by other individuals at different service addresses.  

3. The Complaint contains a request for issuance of an interim order prohibiting Public Service from discontinuing Catalan’s utility service at the Service Address pending resolution of this proceeding.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1302(f).  However, no evidence has been presented indicating that Public Service intends to discontinue Catalan’s utility service.  Therefore, the request for issuance of an interim order will be denied at this time.  Catalan may renew her request for an interim order in the event Public Service ultimately issues a Disconnection Notice relating to the Service Address.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Complainant, Debralee I. Catalan, for issuance of an interim order prohibiting Public Service Company of Colorado from discontinuing utility service at 2124 S. Racine Way, Apartment V-101, Aurora, Colorado 80014 pending resolution of this proceeding is denied, without prejudice.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
