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I. statement

1. On May 7, 2009, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility, doing business as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills), filed a pleading entitled “Motion for Extension of Time to File Compliance Tariff Sheets” (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.

2. On April 8, 2009, Black Hills was ordered to file advice letters implementing the rates, charges, and/or provisions set forth in its Gas Demand-Side Management Cost Adjustment Pro Forma Tariff (G-DSMCA Tariff) on or before May 8, 2009.  See, Decision No. R09-0371.  The Motion seeks an extension of that filing deadline to May 22, 2009.

3. As grounds for the Motion, Black Hills states that its managers and consultants have not had sufficient time to fully review and approve the factors that result from the settlement approved in this proceeding under the G-DSMCA Tariff due to the press of other business.  The Motion indicates that the other parties to this proceeding, the Staff of the Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, have no objection to the relief requested therein.  Therefore, the Motion is unopposed and response time to the same may be waived.

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Compliance Tariff Sheets filed by Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility, doing business as Black Hills Energy, is granted and response time to the same is waived.

2. On or before May 22, 2009, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility, doing business as Black Hills Energy, shall file advice letters citing this Decision and Decision No. R09-0371 as authority to implement, on not less than one day’s notice, the rates, charges, and/or provisions set forth in the Gas Demand-Side Management Cost Adjustment Pro Forma Tariff (Attachment A to the Settlement Agreement approved in this proceeding by Decision No. R09-0371).

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
