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I. statement

1. On February 9, 2009, YVM, Inc. (YVM or Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On February 17, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service and taxi service
between all points in Summit County, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
3. At its March 25, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.
4. Rainbows, Inc, doing business as, 453-TAXI (453-TAXI) was granted intervention in this matter.  Peter Griff and Jillian Hollen, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation (Fresh Tracks), was also granted intervention in this matter.
5. Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405(e)(I) provides that “[i]f an applicant does not file its testimony or a detailed summary of testimony, and copies of its exhibits with its application, the applicant shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits within ten days after the conclusion of the notice period.”  The notice period in this matter concluded on March 19, 2009.  Therefore, Applicant had until March 30, 2009 to file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  As of the date of Interim Decision No. R09-0377-I, Applicant had not filed its list of witnesses.  However, on April, 20, 2009, Applicant did file its witness and exhibit list.
6. A pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for May 29, 2009.  At the appointed date and time, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) called the docket to order.  Applicant entered its appearance; however, neither 453-TAXI nor Fresh Tracks attended the pre-hearing conference or participated by telephone.
7. Based on discussions with Applicant, hearing dates of July 8 and 9 2009 were agreed upon.  Applicant requested that one day of the hearing be held in Breckinridge, Colorado and the second day of the hearing be held in Dillon, Colorado, with a separate public hearing held in each location.  Although every effort is made to accommodate the Applicant’s wishes regarding a hearing location, it was determined that the available locations for hearings in either Breckinridge or Dillon were unavailable during July 8th or 9th.  As a result, the hearing will be held at the Town of Silverthorn Town Hall, Schmidt Room, 601 Center Circle, Silverthorn, CO 80498.  
8. While Applicant filed its witness and exhibit list, intervenors have not done so as of the date of this Order.  Therefore, 453-TAXI and Fresh Tracks shall file their respective witness and exhibit lists no later than the close of business on May 20, 2009.

9. There will be no pre-filed testimony in this matter.  All testimony will be taken orally at hearing.  Applicant shall file its witness testimony summaries and exhibit list no later than the close of business on May 29, 2009.  Intervenors shall file their witness testimony summaries and exhibit list no later than the close of business on June 8, 2009.  Any pre-hearing motions shall be filed no later than 7 days prior to the hearing or July 1, 2009.  Any stipulation and/or settlement agreements shall be filed no later than one week prior to the hearing, or July 1, 2009.  No closing statements of position shall be filed.  
10. Intervenors may conduct discovery.  Discovery shall be conducted pursuant to Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405.  The cut-off date for discovery is July 3, 2009.  Therefore, the last day to serve discovery upon Applicant shall be June 23, 2009.  Any objections regarding discovery must be filed within 7 days of service of the discover request or response.

11. The ALJ expects the Parties to be familiar with, and to abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

2. Rainbows, Inc, doing business as, 453-TAXI may be represented by an officer of the company in this matter.
3. Peter Griff and Jillian Hollen, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation may be represented by an officer of the company in this matter.
4. All testimony will be taken orally at hearing.
5. Applicant shall file its testimony summary, Witness Lists and Exhibits no later than the close of business on May 29, 2009.
6. Intervenors shall file their respective testimony summaries, Witness Lists and Exhibits no later than the close of business on June 8, 2009.
7. Any stipulations and/or settlement agreements may be filed up to one week prior to the hearing or July 1, 2009.

8. Any pre-hearing motions shall be filed no later than July 1, 2009.

9. The cut-off date for discovery shall be July 3, 2009.

10. The last day to serve discovery upon Applicant shall be June 23, 2009.

11. Any objections regarding discovery must be filed within 7 days of service of the discover request or response.
