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I. statement

1. On February 10, 2009, Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC (CST or Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On February 17, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing service
between hotels with a minimum of 20 rooms located in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Clear Creek, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, Grand, Jefferson, Larimer, Park, Summit, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
3. At its March 25, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.
4. Intervenors in this docket are, The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as, Scenic Mountain Tours (Mountain Guides), The Colorado Sightseer, Inc. (Colorado Sightseer), and MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi).
5. Pursuant to Interim Decision No. R09-0384-I, a pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for April 30, 2009.  At the appointed date and time, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) called the docket to order.  Appearances were entered by Applicant, Mountain Guides, Colorado Sightseer and Metro Taxi.

6. After discussion by the parties regarding a procedural schedule, a hearing shall be scheduled in this matter for July 21 and 22, 2009 in Boulder, Colorado.  There will be no pre-filed testimony in this matter.  All testimony will be taken orally at hearing.  
7. Applicant filed a preliminary witness and exhibit list on April 20, 2009.  Metro Taxi and Colorado Sightseer also filed preliminary witness and exhibit lists.  However, Mountain Guides has not filed its preliminary witness and exhibit list as of the date of this Order.  Applicant shall file a supplement to its witness and exhibit list no later than 10 days from the effective date of this Order.  Intervenors shall file updated witness and exhibit lists by the close of business on June 4, 2009.  
8. Any pre-hearing motions shall be filed no later than July 13, 2009.  Likewise, any stipulation and/or settlement agreements shall be filed no later than the close of business on July 13, 2009.

9. Intervenors may conduct discovery.  The cut-off date to propound discovery is July 2, 2009.  Therefore, the cut-off date for discovery is July 17, 2009.  Any objections regarding discovery must be filed within 7 days of service of the discover request or response.

10. The ALJ expects the Parties to be familiar with, and to abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

4. Intervenors shall file their respective updated testimony summaries, Witness Lists and Exhibits no later than the close of business on June 4, 2009.

5. Any stipulations and/or settlement agreements may be filed by the close of business on July 13, 2009.

6. Any pre-hearing motions shall be filed no later than July 13, 2009.

7. The cut-off date for discovery shall be July 17, 2009.

8. The last day to serve discovery upon Applicant shall be July 2, 2009.

9. Any objections regarding discovery must be filed within 7 days of service of the discover request or response.

10. This Order is effective immediately.
