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I. statement

1. On June 3, 2009, the Staff of Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Motion for Telephone Testimony of Chad Steffan (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion requests that one of Staff’s witnesses, Chad Steffan, be allowed to testify at the June 10, 2009 hearing via telephone.

2. The Certificate of Service attached to the Motion indicates that a copy of the same was served on Respondent’s counsel on June 3, 2009, via regular U.S. Mail and via facsimile transmission.

3. Rule 1400 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400, provides that a responding party shall have 14 days after service of a motion, or such lesser or greater time as the Commission may allow, in which to file a response.  In this case, application of the standard 14-day response period would result in a deadline for responding to the Motion that post-dates the June 10, 2009 hearing date.  Therefore, it is necessary to shorten response time to the Motion in order to resolve the issue raised therein prior to hearing.

1. Any desired response to the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission Motion for Telephone Testimony of Chad Steffan shall be filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on or before noon on June 8, 2009.
