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I. statement  

1. On December 4, 2008, M. O. D. Inc. (Applicant) filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  This filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed.  MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi), intervened.  Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Colorado Cab), intervened.  Each opposes the Application.  

3. Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

4. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. Applicant has waived § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

6. By Decision No. R09-0487-I, the ALJ established a procedural schedule and hearing dates in this proceeding.  According to that procedural schedule, Applicant was to file, on or before June 1, 2009, its detailed summary of its direct testimony and copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; and each intervenor was to file, on or before July 6, 2009, a detailed summary of its answer testimony and copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case.  

7. On June 1, 2009, Applicant filed a Request for Extension of Time to [File] Summary of Testimony and Exhibits (Request).  In that filing Applicant states that, due to the press of other business, Applicant seeks an enlargement of time, to and including June 8, 2009, within which to make the required filing.  Applicant states that the Intervenors do not object to the requested enlargement of time provided they are given a similar enlargement of time within which to make their filings.  

8. The Request states good cause.  No party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted, provided each party receives a similar enlargement of time.  The Request will be granted.  The ALJ will order the following modifications to the procedural schedule:  (a) Applicant will file, on or before June 8, 2009, its detailed summary of its direct testimony and copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; and (b) each intervenor will file, on or before July 13, 2009, a detailed summary of its answer testimony and copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case.  

9. The remainder of the procedural schedule, the hearing dates, and the other requirements established in Decision No. R09-0487-I are unaffected by this Order.  

10. As the Request is unopposed, the ALJ will waive response time to the Request because no party will be prejudiced.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request for Extension of Time to [File] Summary of Testimony and Exhibits filed by M. O. D. Inc. (Applicant) is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R09-0487-I is modified as follow:  (a) on or before June 8, 2009, Applicant shall file a detailed summary of its direct testimony and shall file copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; and (b) on or before July 13, 2009, each Intervenor shall file a detailed summary of its answer testimony and shall file copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case.  

3. No modification is made to any other filing date or requirement contained in Decision No. R09-0487-I.  

4. Response time to the Request for Extension of Time to [File] Summary of Testimony and Exhibits is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
