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I. STATEMENT  
1. On March 17, 2009, the Center for Disabilities (Applicant) filed an Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed.  City Cab Co. (City Cab) intervened in this matter.  City Cab opposes the Application.  

3. City Cab is the Intervenor in this matter.  Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties in this proceeding.  

4. By Minute Order dated May 13, 2009, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of May 13, 2009.  

5. By Minute Order dated May 13, 2009, the Commission assigned this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

A. Legal Counsel for Applicant.  

6. By Decision No. R09-0538-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant, by May 29, 2009, either to obtain counsel or to show cause why it was not required to have counsel.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Applicant has not made the required filing and has not requested an enlargement of time within which to make the filing.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter also reveals that, as of the date of this Order, no counsel has entered an appearance in this matter on behalf of Applicant.  

7. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a) requires a party in a proceeding before the Commission to be represented by an attorney except that, pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b)(II) and as relevant here, an individual may appear without an attorney to represent the interests of a closely-held entity, as provided in § 13-1-127, C.R.S.  The Commission has found that, unless an exception applies, a party is required to be represented by an attorney.  In addition, the Commission has held that, if a party does not establish that it falls within an exception, there are two consequences:  first, filings made by a non-attorney on behalf of that party are void and of no legal effect; and, second, a non-attorney may not represent that party in a Commission adjudicative proceeding.  

8. This is an adjudicative proceeding before the Commission.  Applicant is a Colorado corporation, is a party in this matter, and is not represented by an attorney in this proceeding.  Although given the opportunity to do so, Applicant has not established that it meets one of the exceptions in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b).  Consequently, Applicant must be represented by counsel in this matter.  

9. Applicant will be ordered to obtain counsel.  Applicant's counsel must enter an appearance in this matter on or before June 19, 2009.  

10. Applicant is advised that, and is on notice that, Applicant will not be permitted to proceed in this matter without an attorney.  Failure to obtain legal counsel may be grounds for dismissal of the Application.  

B. Applicant's Filing Regarding Procedural Schedule and Hearing Date(s).  

11. By Decision No. R09-0538-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant to make a filing, on or before May 29, 2009, that complied with ¶¶ 19-22 of that Order.  

12. Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Applicant has not made the required filing and has not requested an enlargement of time within which to make the filing.  

13. The ALJ will extend, to and including June 19, 2009, the date by which Applicant must make a filing that complies with ¶¶ 19-22 of Decision No. R09-0538-I.  

14. To assist Applicant in preparing the filing to be made on or before June 19, 2009, the ALJ will order the Parties to consult with respect to the matters listed in ¶¶ 19-22 of Decision No. R09-0538-I and to reach a procedural schedule and hearing date(s) that are acceptable to the Parties.  

15. Applicant is advised that, and is on notice that, Applicant's failure to make the required filing may be cause to dismiss the Application.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Center for Disabilities (Applicant) must have legal representation in this proceeding.  

2. Applicant shall retain legal counsel in this proceeding.  

3. Legal counsel for Applicant shall enter an appearance in this proceeding on or before June 19, 2009.  

4. Applicant shall not be permitted to proceed in this matter without legal counsel.  

5. On or before June 19, 2009, Applicant shall make a filing that complies with ¶¶ I.19-22 of Decision No. R09-0538-I.  

6. The Parties shall consult with respect to the filing that Applicant is required to make pursuant to Ordering Paragraph No. 5 and shall determine a procedural schedule and hearing date(s) that are acceptable to the Parties.  This is the procedural schedule and proposed hearing date(s) that Applicant shall file.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
