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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 14, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings with Respect to Electromagnetic Fields and Noise, and for Approval of Ownership Interest Transfer as Needed When Project is Completed (Application).  The Application pertains to the San Luis Valley to Calumet to Comanche Transmission Project.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On May 15, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established a 30-day intervention period, which expires on June 15, 2009.  

3. On May 27, 2009, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. As relevant here, the Notice states that "Commission Staff must file any objection, notice of intervention, or any other appropriate pleading within ten days after this Notice expires."  Notice at 1 (emphasis in original).  By this Order, the ALJ will vacate the quoted provision of the Notice and will order Staff of the Commission to file its objection, its notice or intervention, or other appropriate pleading on or before the close of business on June 15, 2009.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The provision in the Notice of Application Filed that permits Staff of the Commission to file its objection, its notice of intervention, or other appropriate pleading in this matter within ten days after the close of the intervention period is vacated.  

2. On or before June 15, 2009, Staff of the Commission shall file its objection, its notice of intervention, or other appropriate pleading in this matter.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
