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I. statement

1. On February 9, 2009, YVM, Inc. (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On February 17, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service and taxi service

between all points in Summit County, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. At its March 25, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.

4. Intervenors in this matter are Rainbow Inc., doing business as, 453-TAXI (453-Taxi), and Peter Griff and Jillian Hollen, doing business as, Fresh Tracks Transportation.

5. Pursuant to Decision No. R09-0513-I, a hearing was set in this docket for July 8 and 9, 2009 to be held in Silverthorne, Colorado  

6. On May 29, 2009 453-Taxi filed a Motion to Reschedule Hearing and to Vacate July 8 and 9, 2009 Hearing Dates.  Legal counsel for 452-Taxi indicates that a longstanding commitment and scheduling to be out of the country from June 26, 2009 until July 10, 2009 was inadvertently overlooked.  Counsel indicates that counsel for Applicant was contacted but did not take a position on the motion.  Counsel for applicant did subsequently contact the undersigned ALJ and indicated that Applicant did not oppose the motion.

7. Therefore, the hearing set for July 8 and 9, 2009 in Silverthorne, Colorado is vacated.  The hearing will be re-scheduled for July 29 and 30, 2009 in Silverthorne, Colorado.  The remainder of the procedural schedule set out in Decision No. R09-0513-I shall remain unchanged.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Reschedule Hearing and to Vacate July 8 and 9, 2009 Hearing Dates filed by Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi is granted

2. The hearing scheduled for July 8 and 9, 2009 in this matter is vacated
